Speech Presentation
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Do’s

• Have a good framework for your 
speech, a repetitive theme throughout 
that connects from beginning to end. 

• Include inspiration, perhaps a little 
humor, motivation towards the future 
while celebrating this 
moment/achievement

• Make it unique to Georgia Tech

• Use inclusive language

Don’ts

• Talk about how miserable everything 
was.

• Try to replicate previous speeches.

• Include phrases like “to Hell with 
Georgia” or mention stealing the T.

• Give a list of 10 things you learned!

• Speak about religion

• The deadline to submit is Monday, Nov. 4 at 1:00 p.m.

• Video required, submit online when you apply

• If selected as a finalist, you will be asked for your availability for the in-person audition

• Committee reviews Tuesday, Nov. 5 through Thursday, Nov. 14
• The committee consists of students, faculty, and staff

• Everyone will be notified Friday, Nov. 15 (finalist or not)

• Auditions in-person on Wednesday, Nov. 20, 3 – 5 p.m.
• If you are selected to audition but unable to attend, your submitted video will be played in your 

absence

• Everyone notified after of auditions  – whether selected or not
